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PERIMETER WALL
 By the end of this year the wall will extend down 

the west side of the property to the lift station. The 
wall along the front of the community will not be done 
for some time. The wall cannot be installed without 
installing the sanitary lines first. They are very deep and 
very expensive and will not be put in until we are ready 
to develop that area of the community. More than likely 
it will be at least  two years before we see any work in 
that area. If the lines were dug after the wall installation 
the wall would be compromised and we will not do 
that.    We do plan on eventually installing the wall along 
Bonita Beach Road like it is on the East side. 

Hose Caddies in VillageWalk
The Board of Director’s allows hose caddies in 

VillageWalk.  The Board of Directors requires that 
all water hoses are stored in or on hose caddies when not 
in use.  The portable hose caddies are Board preferred, 
however caddies that attach to the wall are permitted 
if they are neutral or earth tone in color and placed as 
discretely as possible so they are not readily visible 
from the streets.  Hoses may not be left coiled in the 
landscaped beds of the homes when they are not in use.   
Neither the HOA nor any of VillageWalk’s landscape or 
maintenance vendors will be responsible for damage to 
hoses that are left coiled or stretched on the ground.   

Lee County Delivers Recycling Cans
Lee County provided VillageWalk residents with new 

containers capable of 64 gallons of recyclable material.  
This new container is large enough to hold the following 
recyclables: newspaper, small cardboard, cereal boxes, 
beverage carrying containers, plastic containers, glass 
bottles, jars, phone books, magazines and catalogs, metal 
and empty aerosol cans, aluminum cans, pie pans and 
aluminum foil.  Homeowners may also break down larger 
cardboard boxes and place them inside the container.  The 
new container encourages more recycling due to the larger 
size and will be more efficient for collection.  The lid will 
also contain recyclables and reduce the amount of debris 
in the community as the wind will not be able to scatter 
the trash.

For our Homeowner’s who were not in residence when 
these were delivered, please look for your container at the 
side of your home.  These were moved there until your 
return, when all cans and containers must be removed and 
stored out of sight of the streets, neighboring properties 
and other units.  Any questions or concerns should be

Comcast Goes Digital!
Comcast will be sending notices in the mail with 

information regarding Comcast’s switch from an analog 
to digital signal.  This transition is scheduled to take 
place during the 1st or 2nd quarter of 2011.  Watch for 
your detailed notice from Comcast on procedures.  
Once your receive your Comcast notice, Homeowners 
will need to pick up their 3 free adapter boxes and 
remotes from the Comcast office.  Homeowners 
will be required to sign an agreement with Comcast 
stating should a homeowner sell or otherwise vacate 
their home, the homeowner will return the equipment 
to Comcast.  There is no deadline to receive your 
free boxes and remotes, however homeowners are 
encouraged to respond quickly to your notification.  
Once Comcast has made the transition, TV reception 
will not be possible without the adapter boxes.
