/lundscuping Rules for Littoral
Beds and Common Areas

Littoral and upland lake bank beds are regulated by
South West Florida Water Management District: no
human activity is permitted in those areas (including
trimming, plant installation, thinning, plant removal)
without prior approval from South West Florida Water
Management District. It is against the law to perform any
activity in those areas and violators are subject to fine.

Please do not trim any trees on homeowner property
either as many trees must be trimmed in a certain way: for
instance, tops can not be cut out of the Oak trees as it kills
the tree. Please let the landscaping company and the HOA
handle all such matters. Simply call the HOA to report
your landscaping concerns and they will be addressed.
