Code 64E-9 states 
there can be no 
food or drink in the 
pool or on the pool 
deck.  It doesn’t 
really define 
the “pool deck” 
but the Health 
Department said, 
“the pool deck is 
typically four feet 
from the water’s 
edge; however, you can’t serve food or drink within ten 
feet from the water’s edge.  So HOAs define the pool 
deck as ten feet from the water’s edge.”  So to avoid 
fines and having the pool shut down, please remind 
your neighbors of this if you happen to see one of them 
entering the water with a beverage or food.  This is 
particularly critical on the weekends. Please note: At no 
time is glass allowed on the pool deck.

Winter Frost 2010/2011
Last winter, we endured a 10-day frost that caused all 

the ixoras and crotons to drop their leaves and it killed 
many coconut palms.  All of the ixora and croton plants 
came back making a full recovery.  This winter we had 
four frosts – three in December and one in January.  
The ixoras didn’t drop their leaves, but most of them 
turned yellow.  Crotons still show frost damage.  All of 
the crepe myrtle on the property dropped their leaves.  
Various places on the property where cocoplum were 
unsheltered by homes or walls turned mostly brown.  
Again this year, we lost many of our coconuts.  In 
addition, the crown of thorns at our main entrance 
finally bit the bullet and perished.  Mainscape has 
replaced them and with better spacing between plants, 
the entrance to Village Walk looks pretty amazing.  
We are optimistic that we won’t lose any more plant 
material, but over the next several weeks we continue 
to monitor all areas showing frost damage.
